Maui Quilt Guild Board Meeting
November 17, 2018

The meeting was opened by President Earlene Davis at 10:07AM at the Hale Kamaole Pavilion in Kihei.

In Attendance: Earlene Davis, Suzanne Young, Harriet Gushi, Linda Martin, Elyn Worrall, Janelle
Tryggestad, Carolyn Wallace, Jeri Zintgraff, Shel Jensen, and Shawna Campbell.

Minutes: A motion was made to approve the October 7 minutes by Suzanne Young and seconded by
Shawna Campbell. It passed unanimously.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

2019 General Meeting Locations: Elyn Worrall got the application for use of the Kahului Community
Center and the Cameron Center in Kahului for the months of Jan-March. She is hoping for use of the
Cameron Center but we will apply for both so we have a back-up if needed. She will fill the applications
out and submit them after Thanksgiving.

Christmas Party/Meeting: Elyn Worrall reported that we have 70 members who have signed up and
paid for our holiday dinner at Café O’Lei at the Dunes and have met our quota. The festivities run from
6:00pm to 8:00pm. We will keep the business meeting to a minimum (Welcome, birthdays, revealing
ourselves to our Secret Sisters with a gift, and Presenting the 2019 Officers, etc.) The cost is
approximately $4050 and we collected $2100 so the Guild will pay the rest (approximately $2100). We
are to enter the large conference room from the far east-side door.

Library: Sharon Beach will be in charge of our library and Jeri Zintgraff will assist her.

Yellow Ribbon Quilts: Penny Sieling and Alyson Danford will continue to head up this committee.
Alyson has 9 quilts as of the November meeting.

Hospice Quilts: Jeri Zintgraff said she saw a posting on Facebook that Hospice needed more quilts,
but she had spoken with them and they told her that they have enough quilts for now and that they will
contact her if/when they need more. She will check with Beth at the Hospice center to make sure.

OLD BUSINESS:

Budget Review: Harriet Gushi reviewed the actual 2018 budget and the proposed 2018 budget. The
budgets will be provided in the December newsletter. We looked over the actual budget and Shel
Jensen said that we brought in less than expected and also spent less than predicted in many cases.
We will have to estimate and include the higher facilities costs for future budgets. Also, our expenses
for classes and lectures will be higher than we actually spent in 2018.

Membership Cards: Janelle Tryggestad has the 2019 Membership cards available.

Membership Dues: Harriet reminded us that she is taking 2019 dues ($30) now but will not post them
until January, 2019. Discussion was held regarding the confusion for those paying for half the dues
when paying in June. According to our By-Laws, only NEW members are allowed to pay half (now $15)
if signing up in mid-year. All other (adult) members pay the $30 for the year, no matter when they sign
up. Janelle Tryggestad will send an email blast to all members telling of the Newsletter correction.

Shawna Campbell said we need to have people sign in at each meeting and if they have not paid after
3 times, they will be sent a note to remind them. Anyone attending our meetings should be a paid
member. We will have a charitable waiver option available for hardship cases. A form will be developed
for a dues waiver application. Also, Shawna Campbell will create a new spreadsheet for Shel to use for
sign-ins at each meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

Quilts of Valor: Carolyn Wallace said that Connie Bleil sent a note that for us to be under the Quilts of
Valor Program we would have to pay $5.00 and follow all their rules. Shel Jensen moved and Shawna
Campbell seconded a motion that we keep our veteran’s quilts program in-house and distribute them to
Maui Veterans. It passed unanimously. We will call our quilts “Quilts for Maui Veterans”.

Newsletter: Janelle Tryggestad proposed the idea of allowing advertisements from our members for
quilt-related items in our newsletter. It was discussed and a motion was made by Carolyn Wallace to
allow members to submit an ad to the Newsletter for quilting related items for sale and to pay
$5/month/ad. It was seconded by Shel Jensen and passed unanimously.

Possible ASew Power ful Pur seo Pr Suganre Nourigaofd usyaboutra g
project that Sharmen Graydon and Donna Kauhane had heard about at the Houston International Quilt
Festival this year. Girls in Africa are not allowed to attend school when they are on their periods

because they don’t have any supplies. This program is asking people to make simple bags for the girls
so they can carry such personal and hygiene products with them and attend school. Suzanne will look
into this more and head up the project if it sounds good.

Job Descriptions: Earlene Davis said that Jean Heselden suggested revising the 2013 job
descriptions for Committee chairs and Board members. Shawna Campbell had reviewed them and
made some revisions but asked all the Board members to review theirs and make any
corrections/revisions submit them to her by mid-December so the Executive Board could review them at
their next meeting. We discussed whether or not we needed descriptions for Committee chairs since
many of the committees listed were no longer in existence.

Shel Jensen made a motion and Carolyn Wallace seconded it to simplify and revise only the Board’s
job descriptions and submit them by email to Shawna by mid-December. We should keep it simple and
just tell what we do and don’t do in our position. The motion passed unanimously.

IMPORTANT DATES:

Transition Meeting for the Executive Board members: Shawna Campbell will schedule a date and time
to meet (old and new Exec Bd. Members). Traditionally this is a dinner meeting.

Next General Board Meeting: This was our last Board Meeting with the current Board Officers. The
next meeting time will be determined by our 2019 President, Shawna Campbell.

Our new
President, Shawna Campbell, asked that we let her know of any issues that need to be addressed
before the January meeting so it can be on the Agenda.
